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Course Overview 

This course is designed to help students understand the structure, characteristics, and conventions of effective writing as well as enable them to develop their own successful writing processes.  Students are taught about organization, adequate and relevant detail, essay parts, effective expression, and grammar with particular emphasis on argumentation and persuasion in the theory and practice of expository writing.   Also included is a research paper component introducing students to concepts of information fluency, logical fallacies, rhetorical strategies, and other research methods and practices.  This course may not be challenged by examination.
